Montana, a new member of the Skyline Conference, in 1951, ?lade a strong
challenge in its first hid for the Conference pennant. New MexIco, also a new
member, did not participate in the 1951 windup.
Montana's 11ike i-leming was undefeated in the 880 during the season and

romped off with the Conierence half mile crown in 1 :55.9. Hill Rife was undis~
puted kingpin in the mile event and Bob Ripke proved the Lest in the discus
event, Joe Luckman and brother Jack gave the Grizzlies a tough one-two punch
in the sprints, broad jump and shot, while John Badgley was a steady point-getter
in the hurdles.
Barring an official envelope from Uncle Sam, the following are among those

who will be back for more digits in 1952: Newbold in the sprints; Pratley.and
Dyer in the high jump; Doug Hart in the distances; Pratley and George Yates
in the hurdles; Dowd Jessen and Don Stevens in the weights. Add to those
names that of Clayne Jensen in the hurdles.
Jensen, conference high stick champion in.1D50 and second place finisher in

the low barriers in that season. appeared headed for a terrific season in 1951. He
copped hoth events in two dual meets during the '51 season, then turned an
ankle during a .j40 wind sprint just prior to the \Vestern f)i\'ision meet at Utah
State, He missed the Western Division and Conference meets, but has another
year left to make up for last year's bad luck.
In addition to the top undergraduates, a number of outstandin!{former varsity

performers will he competing this spring with an eye on an American Olympic
team herth. Ralph Roylance who set the Conference ja\-elin record while attend-
inK Utah State two years aRO is still one of the nation's top spear throwers. Last
spring Roylance ~ot off three throws over 220 feet in the Brigham Young: Univer-
sity Relays, his longest hein,g measured at 227'7}1,". Several weeks latcr in an
exhihition event dllring a high school meet at his home town of Smitllfield, Utah,
Roylance han a throw of 2~:l'10¥4". Jerome Biffie. former NCAA broad jump
champ from Dcm'er lJnh'ersity, is now in the Army. somewhere in Alabama at
the latest report. :md is expected to he a contender for the trip to Helsinki. The
,-ersatile Dunn might also continue his running and jumping this spring,
