Best mark belonged to Hayward's
Delphinia Banks who scampered 53.09 for
a PR to win the 400. Other good marks
were by the Hayward discus twins Diane
Oswalt (169'9) and Glenda Ford (163'8),
Carley's 23.66 for 200 and the 160'0
javelin toss by Marsh of Davis.
