Coffeyville Takes Juco Track Crown

Phoenix Is Second, Hutchinson And Howard County Tie For Third

BIG SPRINGS, Tex—Coffeyville, Kun., swept
up a smashing 933%, points May 21st to win the Na-
tional Junior College Track and Field meet as two
records were tied.

The Red Ravens captured four firsts and placed
in six other events to win the meel going away.

Larry McCue of the 1959 champion Hutchinson,
Kan,, team repeated as sprint king and tied the meet
record in the 100-yard dash with a 9.5. He won the
220 in 20.9.

Mike Fulghum of Coffeyville and Richard Hay-
wood of Phoenix, Ariz., were other double-winners
with Haywood capturing individual high point hon-
ors with 28. TTaywood won the 120-yard high hui-
dles, tying the meet record of 14.6 in the prelimin-
aries and taking the final in 14.7; won the broad

jump, and was a close second in the 220-yard low
hurdles,

TFulghum pulled the iron man stunt of winning
both the mile and  2-mile. He ran the mile in 4:27.4
and the 2-mile in 9:66.4 in a brilliant individual per-
formance.

Phoenix was second in the meet with 56014 points
while Hutchinson and Howard County of Big Springs
tied for third with 4634.

New York Community College, the team that
traveled the longest distance, was fifth with 40
points and Lubbock, Tex., Christian was next with
34,

Trinidad, Colo, won the 440-yard relay in 48.4,
which was only a tenth of a second over the meet

record.
