MESA COMMUNITY COLLEGE
TAKES TRACK TITLE

One National and Ten Meel Records Seft

Mesa Community College of Mesa, Arizona, runner-
up in last year’s meet, ran off with the 1968 title in the
twenty-ninth annual NJCAA Track and Field Champion-
ships at Garden City, Kansas. The powerful Hokams
scored 83 points on route to the title, 2914 more than the
second place finisher, Phoenix College, also from Arizona.

Melvin Gray of Fort Scott Community Junior College
was the high-point man with 26 points.

One national record and ten meet records were estab-
lished as entries from 75 colleges participated. Mike Mur-
ro from Mesa Community College established a new
national record in the javelin with an outstanding throw
of 273'0”. Meet records were set by Bob Berglione, Mesa
Community College, in the mile run with a time of
4:16.9; George Carty, Odessa Junior College, Odessa,
Texas, in the 120-yard high hurdles with a time of 14.0;
Ken Green, Manatee Junior College, Bradenton, Florida,
in the 440-yard intermediate hurdles, 53.9; Melvin Gray,
Fort Scott Community Junior College, Fort Scolt, Kansas,
in the 220-yard dash, 21.2; Chester Tessey, Haskell Insti-
tue, Lawrence, Kansas, in the two-mile run, 9.23.2; Jim
Havens, Coffeyville Community Junior College, Coffeyville,
Kansas, in the pole vault with a leap of 14°614; Larry
Willis, Phoenix College, Phoenix, Arizona, in the broad
jump, 25'2%,”; Howard Pratt, Phoenix College, in the
triple jump, 49'10%,"; and Gaines of New Mexico Junior
College, Hobbs, New Mexico, in the high jump, 6'814".
